Neoclassical stylings were standard for government build-
ings in the 18005, becuuse our LS Constifution was greathy
influenced by the Democracy of Grecce and the Republic
of Rome. Architectural elements from these two socictics
reflect that influcnce.

EMENTS: Gireck elements inchude the
proportion, the pediment and the column: he eolimns in
Tront are an obvious indication of the structure’s Greek influ-
ence. To the owside of the two round columns, you'll notice
pilavters, From a distance, pilasters look like columns, but
are actually moulded into 8 wall. The pilasters are square,
The columns, pilasters, and pediment (the iriangular wall
above the second story) ane inspired by the Greek Parthenon.
Except for the columns, Greek architectore is comprised of
squarcs, rectangzhes and triangles.

I i While the Greeks built exclusively
in squares, NLIﬂII{leﬂ and triangles, the Romans perfected
the use of circles, curves and spheres. Notice, just above
the fromt door, s rounded window {called a famfighr), This
fanlight hearkens fo the Roman arch. There is also o fantight
inside il pediment (the iriangle abave the 2nd floor).

Another Romun elentent is the gold-painted spherical top of
the courthonse. This dome rests atop the expolar (2 func-
tional element, with vents providing a flow of fresh i
ancient Europe, cupolas were built to provide a high vamage
point from which to look o, Another famois cupola rests
atop the United States Capitol Building in Washington DC.
